Returning in 2021, LCLC will be renting its rustic camper cabins to individuals and families.  While 
operating safely within the NY Forward guidelines, Cabin Camping at LCLC offers you a safe and peaceful 
way to enjoy LCLC.  LCLC’s camper cabins offer the “car camping” enthusiast a solid shelter along with 
self-contained toilet and shower facilities, so you don’t have to worry about tents and public 
bathhouses. 
 
What LCLC Provides: 

Cabin amenities 

• Lodging with self-contained private toilet and shower facilities 

• Bunk beds 

• Five cabins with covered porches, two with open decks 

• Picnic table and fire circle for doing your own cooking 

• Hiking trails 

• Athletic fields 

• Peace and quiet 
 

Health Center amenities 

• Lodging with self-contained private toilet, shower facilities 

• 1 Double, 1 Bunk, and 2 Twin beds 

• Self-contained kitchen, with refrigeration, for doing your own cooking 

• Hiking trails 

• Athletic fields 

• Peace and quiet 
 

What the Guest Provides:  Think 100% self-sufficiency as one would for camping in a state park. 

• Sleeping bags/bedding (Cabins have no heat) 

• Grill and charcoal, or camping stove 

• Firewood and means for extinguishing fire 

• Food, beverage, and necessary utensils and service wear 

• Recreational equipment and games 

• Cooler or means of refrigeration 

• Refuse bags 

• First-aid supplies 

• Contact tracing inventory with the names and addresses of each person in the reservation 

• Signed waiver and assumption of risk related to COVID-19, and the use of LCLC as a campground 
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Limitations and Restrictions:  For the health and safety of all, the following will be necessary.  As COVID 
restrictions are reduced, these LCLC limitations and restrictions may be reduced as well.   

• Reservations are limited to the family or individual named in the application. 

• Additional guests or visitors to a cabin are not permitted. 

• Social distancing will be maintained between families and individuals in all areas of the camp 
property. 

• Congregating with other groups, creating larger groups of 10 or more, is not permitted. 

• Swimming is not permitted unless LCLC life guards are available and on duty. 

• Pets are not permitted.  Service pets are permitted with official documentation. 

• Boating with LCLC equipment is not available unless LCLC staff is available and on duty. 

• LCLC recreational equipment is not available. 

• Use of the RV Campground is not available. 

• Retreat Center, St. John’s Hall, and the shower houses are not available. 
 
Rental Rates: 
Health Center $100 per night 
Cabins  $50 per night (Cabins 1, 2, 3, 4, 5/6, 7/8, and 9) 
 
While weekend rentals are the easiest to accommodate, week-long and mid-week rentals are possible.  
Our office staff will be happy to explore your options with you.

May 15 through October 11* 
 
*The dates below will be held in reserve for the hopeful return of residential youth camping.  If NY State 
prohibits youth camping due to COVID-19, these dates will be released for rentals.   Additionally, if these 
dates are released for rentals, the LCLC residential summer staff will be available for certain 
programmatic activities.  More specifics will be available in June.
